Advisory Board By-Laws

Article I


Section 1.
This body shall be known as the Advisory Board of Assembly #_____, 



Order of Rainbow for Girls.

Article II

Purpose

Section 1.
The purpose of this Advisory Board is to furnish adult guidance and 



assistance to the __________________Assembly, #_____, I.O.R.G.

Article III

Officers

Section 1.
The officers shall be Chairperson and Secretary-Treasurer.


Section 2.
Any member of the Advisory Board, other than the Mother Advisor, is 



eligible for the Offices.


Section 3.
The term of office shall be for one year or until the installation of a new 



Board.

Section 4.
The Mother Advisor must be a member of the Order of Eastern, the Order of the Amaranth, a Majority Rainbow girl, a mother (or legal female guardian) or grandmother of an active or Majority Rainbow girl.
Section 5.
The Mother Advisor serves at the will of the Advisory Board and as such it is the Advisory Board that elects a Mother Advisor and can also remove a Mother Advisor from office.

Section 6.
The Advisory Board will vote whether or not the position of Assistant Mother Advisor should be filled.  An Assistant Mother Advisor shall be chosen by the Mother Advisor.  The Assistant Mother Advisor does not need to be a member of the Advisory Board.

Article IV

Meetings
Section 1.
The regular monthly meetings of the board shall be decided by the board each year.

Section 2.
Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson or at the request of the Mother Advisor or at the request of a majority of the members of the Advisory Board.  A special meeting must have present a quorum of five (5) board members which must include the Mother Advisor and Chairperson or their appointed representatives.

Article V

Membership
Section 1.
The Advisory Board shall consist of not less than seven (7) and not more than fifteen (15) members. Advisory board members must be Master Masons, members of the Order of Eastern Star, Order of the Amaranth, Majority Members, or parents or legal guardians of active Rainbow girls and at least two (2) of whom must be Master Masons and at least two (2) shall be members of ____________________ Chapter  #_____, Order of Eastern Star.  The members shall be approved by ___________Chapter #______ at a regular meeting in December. 
Article VI

Quorum

Section 1.
Five (5) members shall constitute a quorum.

Article VII

Election of Officers

Section 1.
The officers of the Board and the Mother Advisor shall be elected 



annually before December 31st.



Section 2.
A secret ballot shall be taken on the election of officers and the 



Mother Advisor.  A majority vote of the members present shall be 



necessary to elect. 


Section 3.
The District Deputy shall be present at all elections.

Article VIII

Duties of Officers

Section 1.
The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Advisory Board, 



appoint such committees as are necessary and perform such other duties 



as pertain to the office.


Section 2.
The Secretary-Treasurer shall make a proper record of the meetings and 



perform such other secretarial duties as required by the Chairperson.

Article IX

By-Laws

Section 1.
The By-laws may be amended by two-thirds vote of the members 




present at any regular meeting.  Notice of the proposed change must be 



given at the previous regular meeting.

Article X



Section 1.
These By-Laws shall be read at the first regular meeting after the installation of the new board.

Article XI

Section 1.
There will be a mid-term meeting with the Assembly line officers and the Assembly board to evaluate and plan the remainder of the term and finances.
